The Call

Ebenezer Operation Exodus was born in 1991 during the first
Gulf War. With Scud missiles flying, a small group of people
gathered in Jerusalem to pray for Israel. In this turbulent mo-
ment, God said, “Now is the time” to help more Jewish people
come home. Since then, Ebenezer has assisted approximately

130,000 people, primarily from the former Soviet Union, return

home to Israel.

The Opportunity

The phenomenon of immigration (or aliyah) to Israel from the
nations continues. More than eight million Jewish people reside
in Western nations with approximately six million living in the
US. Realizing the magnitude of the number of candidates for
aliyah, the Knesset Lobby for Western Aliyah was formed in
March 2008 to identify areas of legislation needed in order to

remove obstacles for those desiring to immigrate to Israel.

Ebenezer Operation Exodus, working in a concerted effort with
the Jewish Agency*, is advancing its mission to include assist-
ing Jewish people from America
who want to make Israel their
home. Ebenezer’s strategy is to
establish resource hubs in urban

centers which have large Jewish
